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Bat Boxes

®» Bafs are not only an essential part of our lake and forest ecosystem, but in one summer evening, they
can eat between 50%-100% of their body weight in mosquitoes!

®» “|n the spring and summer months, many species of bats roost in crevices in old or dead trees.
Sometimes, suitable trees can be hard to find on our local landscape, so installing a bat box is a great
way to offer alternative habitat for bats on your property. These boxes are even used as maternity
sites, where bat pups are born and spend their early life.”

—~Rachel Barrington, Kawartha Land Trust’s Partners in Conservation Coordinator

Where do the boxes go? Affixed 10-20 feet above the ground on a building wall or
wooden pole, ideally facing the southeast to get at least 6-8 hours of sunlight/day.
Bats need lots of space in front of the box to fly in it successfully.

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Lake Steward Report

Lake Water parameter monitoring:

» The Lake Partner Program (LPP - run by FOCA and Ontario MECP)
has organized monitoring efforts for decades

» Program funding lapsed in early 2025; Public outcry led to the Ontario
government restoring funding in June 2025!

» The 2026 water samples for the Lake Partner Program have been
collected for analysis and water clarity measurements have begun

» The Trent Aquatic Research Program (TARP) has recently begun
conducting more comprehensive lake water constituent analyses

» TARP visits the lake in July or August

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Chlorophyl

» Chlorophyllis the primary pigment
for light energy absorption in

General good practices to maintain water quality:

» Never use fertilizers on your property
®» Pump septic tanks regularly

®» Never pour unset concrete into the lake

®» Maintaining natural shorelines prevents runoff conftributing
excess nutrients info the lake

» Add to your shoreline vegetation border!

Water Soldier: Yet another Aquatic Invasive Species in Ontario
» Brought to Ontario from Eurasia as an ornamental
®» Has been found in the Trent river and Lake Simcoe
» Prohibited under the provincial Invasive Species Act
» | eaf edges have sharp spines sharp enough to cut skin

ALWAYS Clean, Drain and Dry watercraft before bringing
